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5. Sample design and survey weights

5.1 Sample design

The online sample for the 2019 Canadian Election Study was composed of a two-wave panel
with a modified rolling-cross section during the campaign period and a post-election recontact
wave.

5.1.1 Campaign Period Survey (CPS)

We procured an online sample of 37,822 members of the Canadian general population through
Qualtrics, with targets stratified by region and balanced on gender and age within each region.
We aimed for 50% men and 50% women. We aimed to have 28% of our respondents aged 18-
34, 33% aged 35-54 and 39% aged 55 and higher. The regions were: Atlantic (Newfoundland
and Labrador, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island), Quebec, Ontario Prairies
(Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta), and British Columbia. Within each of those regions, the
provincial quotas were split evenly. We also aimed to have 80% French and 20% English within
Quebec, 10% French within the Atlantic region, and 10% French nationally. Respondents
needed to be aged 18 or over, and Canadian citizens or permanent residents in order to
participate.

We initially aimed for a daily sample of 1000 respondents per day for the campaign period. This
was not always achieved. We increased our targets during the last five days of the campaign, to
try to increase the total number of respondents.
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Sampling for the Campaign Period Survey occurred from September 13" to October 2151,
2019. The survey instrument was presented on the Qualtrics online platform.

5.1.2 Post-Election Survey (PES)

10,340 respondents from the Campaign Period Survey were re-contacted after the election for a
follow-up survey.? Sampling for the Post-Election Survey occurred from October 24™ to
November 11", 2019. The survey instrument was presented on the Qualtrics online platform.

5.2 Panels

Qualtrics drew from a number of panels to construct the sample for the Campaign Period
Survey. These panels were only identified to us by the embedded data field that contained the
respondent’s panel ID. A breakdown of the number of respondents from each panel in the
cleaned data is listed below.

1 The survey was closed at 9:00am on October 21%,

5.3 Survey weights

Weights have been created for the dataset using an iterative "raking" process, as provided by
the ipfraking command in STATALS5. Marginal values were successively weighted according to
province, as well as gender, age group, and education level. All population data were taken
from the 2016 Canadian census. A maximum of 200 iterations were completed. The dataset
includes the weights produced as 4 variables, depending on which portion of the sample is
being used:

1. cpsl9 weight _general_all - all campaign period respondents

2. cpsl19 weight _general_restricted - only high-quality campaign period respondents
(see Data Quality section below)

3. pesl9 weight _general_all - all post-election survey respondents

4. pesl9 weight_general_restricted - only high-quality post-election survey respondents

Note that respondents from the territories do not have weights, as they were not included in the
sampling frame, because data collection in the territories is too sparse to be representative.

6. Data Quality

Incomplete responses, duplicate responses of previous respondents, speeders, those who
“straight-lined” grid questions (“straightliners”), and respondents whose postal code didn’t match
their province have all been removed from the data file, and are excluded from numbers
reported in this codebook.

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A small portion of the remaining respondents have been flagged by less-severe data quality
checks, but as these responses may still be useful they have been kept in the data. These were
“inattentive” respondents, who took more than 60 minutes to complete the survey, and “initial
duplicate” respondents, which means they took the survey again later, but that this was their
initial response. These respondents are identified by the variables cps19 inattentive,
cpsl9 duplicates flag, pesl9 inattentive, and pesl9 duplicates flag.

If these respondents are excluded, 33,905 Campaign Period Survey and 9544 Post-Election
Survey responses remain.

6.1 Campaign Period Survey

6.1.1 Removal criteria

During the data cleaning process, respondents were categorized based on their most important
reason for removal. While respondents might be removed for multiple reasons, the most
important reason is most relevant.

Internal survey testing or previews

Ineligible - did not consent to survey

Ineligible - not a Canadian citizen or permanent resident

Ineligible - respondent under 18 years of age

Over quota

Incomplete - did not complete initial quota demographics

demographics: year of birth, gender, education level, employment, religion, immigration
status)

9. Speeder (completed the survey in less than 500 seconds, or 8.3 minutes)

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6.1.2 Identification of duplicates

Of the responses flagged as duplicates, the first response was kept in the dataset (and flagged
with the variable cps19 duplicates flag, as they are still useful, while subsequent
responses were removed.

6.1.3 Table of data quality

Once the cleaning was complete, we ended up with 37,822 responses, of which 33,905 were
high quality and 3,917 were slightly lower quality.

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6.2 Post-Election Survey

6.2.1 Matching Respondents to Campaign Period Survey

We matched Post Election Survey responses to their Campaign Period Survey responses by
using respondent’s panel IDs. We were unable to match some respondents using these
variables (which are not included in this dataset, as they might be personally identifiable).
Qualtrics was able to match most of the remaining respondents through other means, and those
matches have been incorporated.

We were able to use some limited demographic information to match some additional
respondents (IP address, year of birth, and province), but because few demographic variables
were repeated across the CPS and PES, those matches were not kept in the data.

6.2.2 Removal criteria

The Post-Election Survey data cleaning followed the Campaign Period Survey, with the
following changes:

1. There were no quotas for the PES, so that category doesn’t exist

2. Qualtrics set the termination exit links to not save screened-out responses, so we can't
know how many respondents did not consent, or were otherwise ineligible for the CES
PES

3. We did not receive matching information for respondents who did not complete the PES,
S0 any respondents who completed most of the survey, but not all of it, were caught up
in the “could not match” category.

6.2.3 Identification of duplicates

Duplicate responses to the survey (that is, the same respondent taking a survey multiple times)
were identified using the following values. A response was flagged as a duplicate if they had the
same values as another response to the survey for each of the following demographics
responses, or had the same panel ID.

Due to the limited demographic variables available in the Post-Election Survey, the variables
used here were different than those used for the Campaign Period Survey.

6.2.4 Table of data quality

Once all of the cleaning has been done, we end up with 10,340 responses, of which 8,313 were
high quality and 2,027 were medium-quality.

7. Survey design

7.1 Required responses

One of the design requirements for the 2019 CES questionnaires was that respondents had to
be able to refuse to answer any given question (except for those used by the survey quotas or
to identify the respondent’s riding, such as province of residence). In order to comply with that
requirement while still retaining high data quality, the questionnaires made extensive use of
"Don't know/ Prefer not to answer" options, where possible, and required respondents to
respond in some way (even if only to select "Don't know/ Prefer not to answer"), except where
otherwise noted (this was primarily non-categorical questions such as sliders). For example,
some questions had the text "If you do not know, or prefer not to answer, please click —" at the
end of them. For those questions, if the respondent did not respond to that question or a
component of that question (for example, did not click on or move a slider), then their response
to that question, or that component of the question, was recorded as missing.

7.2 Auto-advance

17
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Auto-advance was used throughout the survey, using the survey-wide options of the Qualtrics
platform. As the survey used one question per page where possible, this meant that once
respondents had finished answering each question, they would be automatically moved to the
next page. Auto-advance did not apply to open-text questions, multiple-selection questions,
slider questions, or single-response questions when an item with a supplemental text field was
selected.®

The “back” button, represented by “<”, was available for respondents to go back to a previous
question if they wished to change their answer. However, due to platform constraints, it is not
possible to go back to a previous block. Due to the complex design of the survey, many small
blocks of questions were used, making this a common restriction.

7.3 Variable naming
We have used descriptive names for variables, where possible, within character limits.

To help differentiate variables from the different waves of the 2019 CES, and to differentiate
between variables from different years should one combine this dataset with others, we use the
“cps19_" prefix for questions in the Campaign Period Survey, and the “pes19_" prefix for
variables in the Post-Election Survey, where possible.

Metadata variables do not usually use these prefixes, except in cases where the same variable
was used in both the Campaign Period Survey and the Post-Election Survey.

7.4 Additional question modules

The CES2019 Campaign Period Survey, and to a lesser extent the Post-Election Survey,
included a number of additional question modules, which some respondents received. These
question modules were placed after the main survey, after the “additional demographics” block
of questions.

Respondents were allocated to up to a certain number of minutes of modules. This number was
fine-tuned over the course of the campaign period, to balance the resulting overall length of the
survey and the number of respondents required to answer the question modules. Some
guestion modules that included experiments on specific topics were exclusive of other modules
on similar topics. Some modules had specific sampling requirements.

The question modules were displayed in a randomized order (except for a few which had a part
1 and part 2 that required some spacing between them).
